Participants simply track their reading
progress at home and then visit any Glendale Public Library location to claim their prizes. Children
and pre-readers can explore a treasure chest of rewards, while 12 to 18-year-olds can choose from a
"teens only" selection of prizes. Adults are rewarded with free books, limited-edition bookmarks and
book bags.
